 All quilts except Vintage/Antique 
 and Miniature must have a 4” sleeve 
 at the top for hanging. 

 A. Bed - Long/Mid - Arm Machine  (Min. 290”) 
 B. Bed - Home/Domestic Machine  (Min. 290”) 
 C. Hand Quilted - any size 
 D. Lap - Home/Domestic Machine  - (Min. 200” less than 289”) 
 E. Lap - Long/Mid-Arm Machine - (Min. 200” less than 289”) 
 F. Appliqué - any quilt in which appliqué is used as its most obvious 
 design feature (Owner’s choice as to entry category) 
 G. Baby/Crib Quilt - (Max. perimeter 208”) 
 H. Large Wall Hanging - (Max. size 200” perimeter) 
 J. Small Wall Hanging -  (Max. size 120” perimeter) 
 K. Holiday Quilted Items - any size 
 L. Other Quilted Items - Clothing, purses, home-décor, etc. 
 M. Miniatures - (Max. perimeter 80”) 
 N. Youth - age 16 or under. 
 O. AHQ Challenge - Members only 
 P. Vintage/Antique - no sleeve required.  These quilts will be displayed 
 during bed-turnings held several times each day with histories of the     quilts 
 featured.  If you know the history of your quilt, (maker, recipient, pattern, etc.) 
 Please include this information with your registration.
